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Research Summary

Issues, that are related to women, have important position within
jurisprudential, legal and educational research; especially considering the
influence of the contents of international agreements and the directives of
United Nations institutions on our laws and intellectuals, as these agreements
include some violations of laws of Islamic Sharia.

This research presents the validity of Islamic Sharia in the field of women's
rights in marital home, which has different aspects according to different
customs. Therefore, researchers should clarify the Islamic rules for women's
rights in the marital home due to changing customs.

This research includes four sections:

The first section defines the concept of custom and presents its conditions
in Islamic Sharia. The second section contains the impact of custom on
estimating the wife’s expenses, in terms of dressing her up, providing her an
accommodation and a medical treatment. Third section is about the impact of
custom on the decisions that women make in the marital home; in terms of
her serving in the marital home, going out from the house, having a
permission for someone to enter the house, rules of marital relationships, and
rules of relationship between the man and his engaged female before the
wedding. In the last section rules and conditions, that should be considered,
about custom and its impact on the wife’s rights are presented.
